To: Self-Insured Employers and Insurance Companies Licensed in Illinois

Pursuant to the Illinois Workers’ Compensation Act [820 ILCS 305/7(f)], assessments for the Rate Adjustment Fund (RAF) and the Second Injury Fund (SIF) are being issued. 

Assessments are based on total compensation payments made from July 1, 2011 through 
December 31, 2011.  Payment is due March 15, 2012. 
Please return the transmittal form with payment to the Illinois Workers’ Compensation Commission.  Make checks payable to the Illinois State Treasurer.

The assessments for both funds can be combined into one check however; there will be no assessment for RAF this period.  If no payment is due, you still need to complete and return the form to the Commission.  This form, including the affidavit, must attest to the accuracy of the information on the form, whether or not a payment is required.  You can also refer to the pertinent IWCC web site by pasting this link to your internet browser: http://www.iwcc.il.gov/funds.htm#sif.
Failure to follow any of these directions or provide payment could result in penalties being imposed equal to 20% of the amount due, or $2,500, whichever is greater.

Insurance Companies:  If you do not write workers’ compensation in Illinois, but are licensed to do so, you are still required to complete and return the attached form.

Self-Insurers:  If you are no longer self-insured, you are still required to file a report and pay an assessment based on compensation payments you made during the base period, for claims incurred while you were self-insured.

The Commission has four different assessments.  You may receive billing for two to four assessments.  Please check the IWCC web page at www.iwcc.il.gov and select the “Assessments” link on the left for information on each assessment.
